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As you know Haiti experienced a 7.0 earthquake
this week. Damage is extensive especially in the
capital of Port-au-Prince. A United Methodist
Missionary that was in Port-au-Prince at the time of
the earthquake spent most of the night walking the 8
miles home to check on his family, due to the fact
that the roads were destroyed. The United Methodist
Committee on Relief had some workers in Haiti
before the earthquake and UMCOR Executives are
still trying to find out if they are safe or among the
missing. The United Nations has 100's of workers
missing and their headquarters in Port-au-Prince has
collapsed. The Red Cross headquarters is in
shambles and reports that they are running out of
supplies. Hospitals are damaged and closed, the
airport is damaged and the port facilities are closed
due to the damage to the piers.

Haiti is an overwhelmingly Christian country.
Although the majority are Catholic, the country has
more than a million Protestants, including the
Methodist Church in Haiti, which is part of the
Methodist Church of the Caribbean and the
Americas.

Bishop Gregory Palmer, president of the United
Methodist Council of Bishops, has said "We are
urging every United Methodist to encourage their
folks to be in prayer, to stand in solidarity, and to give
as generously as possible through UMCOR."

Starting immediately we are accepting financial
donations to assist in the relief effort in Haiti. These
donations will be sent through the United Methodist
Committee on Relief. One hundred percent of all gifts
sent through UMCOR will be used for the designated
emergency. Checks should be made out to the
church and then put UMCOR or Haiti in the memo
line or on the giving envelope.
