Sunday Announcements

Starting immediately announcements on Sunday
morning will be limited. If you have a prayer concern
that you would like shared it needs to be written down
and given to Pastor Ralph in advance of the worship
service. If you want to announce an event then you
need to visit with Pastor Ralph at least one day in
advance to work out how that might happen. This is
being done for several reasons.

Announcements or prayer concerns announced
on Sunday morning from the pew are seldom heard
by more than a few people. It is often not even heard
very well by Pastor Ralph because other noises or
distractions may happen just as someone makes
their announcement.

It is also important that the prayer concern be
published and that the name be spelled correctly.
When the announcement is made verbally instead of
having it written down it leaves this to Pastor Ralph’s
memory to remember the name and his best guess
at spelling the name.

Finally, when someone comes forward to a
microphone to make an announcement, that usually
brings everything to a halt as we wait for someone to
make their way down the aisle and to the
microphone. This is awkward and often disruptive to
the flow of the service.

Please help your church family move into this
new pattern so that we might allow our time of
worship together to be focused on worship.
