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In the fall of 1963 Bob Dylan was recording his 3rd studio album to be released the next year. The title track

of that album was "The Times They Are a-Changin". In 2004 Rolling Stone Magazine released a list of The 500
Greatest Songs of All Time and this classic Bob Dylan song was ranked as #59. He wrote the song to create an
anthem of change for the moment. Having grown up during that time I am always mindful of the change that was
taking place in our world, our country and our communities during the 1960's. The first verse went like this...

Come gather 'round people
Wherever you roam

And admit that the waters
Around you have grown
And accept it that soon

You'll be drenched to the bone.
If your time to you

Is worth savin'
Then you better start swimmin'

Or you'll sink like a stone
For the times they are a-changin'.

Bob Dylan used those words to describe the political and social changes that were taking place at that time
in history. However, those words can be used to describe our world, our country, our communities and even our
church in this day. When we look back 50 years there is almost nothing that is the same as it was in the 1960's.

�  Communication has moved from letters and newspapers to webpages, blogs, on-line social networking,
cellular phones and text messages.
�  Transportation has exploded with the number of cars per family and the improvements to our road system.
We now live is a more mobile society and a two hour drive is no longer seen as a big trip.
�  The church was the center of Sunday activity 50 years ago but today the percentage of our population in
attendance on any given Sunday has dropped.
�  Only restaurants and gas stations were open on Sundays in 1960. Today the number of business open on
Sunday has exploded.
These are just a few of the changes that we face in our world today that have proven to be challenging to the

church. The early church had their fair share of challenges also. They needed to take a message out into a world
that was openly hostile to the Church. They somehow figured out how to share the story in a way that brought new
converts to the Church in spite of the challenges. The reality is that we can rant about how bad these changes are
or we can find new ways to share the story in a changing world. According to Bob Dylan we might need to learn
to swim again.
